
Accessing Resources on FORMED.ORG 

1.  Sign Up 

• Visit FORMED.org 

• Click Sign Up 

• Select "Sign Up As A Parishioner" 

 

 

• Find Christ the Teacher Catholic Schools by parish name, address, 

or zip code 

o Enter Christ the Teacher Catholic Schools in the search bar 

o Click on our division name with our Yorkton address

• Enter your email (Must be CTTCS email – Outlook or Gmail, 

either should work for staff; Gmail for students) - and 

you're in! 

o Families can access the resource by using a child’s 

email who is a student in Christ the Teacher 

Catholic School Division – CTTCS Gmail account;

2. Select a tab at the top of the home page to find various resource possibilities or click on 

the search icon to enter what you might be specifically interested in.  

 

You can also scroll on the home page and find different ‘categories’ – much like on Netflix or 

other streaming services… such as What’s Trending, This Week on FORMED, FORMED’s 

Favourites, Kids, The Blessed Virgin Mary, Saints, The Sacraments, Mental Health and Faith, 

etc. 

For specific Liturgical seasons at certain times of the year, there will be a tab for that season such 

as Advent, Lent, etc. as shown in the images below.
